Directions

From the M4
Leave the Motorway at Junction 8/9 (Maidenhead). Follow the 
signs to Maidenhead Central (A308(M)). Continue on A308. 
Hotel is on the right hand side after the A4 intersection.

From Heathrow Airport
From Terminals 1, 2 and 3 follow the signs for M4 West and 
then use the directions above. From Terminals 4 and 5 take 
the M25 north for a short distance and immediately merge on 
to the M4 West. 

From the M25
Leave the motorway at Junction 15 and join the M4 West.

From the M40
Leave the motorway at Junction 4 and take the A404 to the 
A308 roundabout at Bisham (signposted Pinkneys Green). 
The hotel is on this road, on the left before the town centre.

From the M3
Leave the motorway at Junction 3 and follow the A332 and 
A329(M) through Bracknell to junction 10 of the M4. Continue 
east to junction 8/9 and then as from the M4 (left).

By Train
From London Paddington Station there are frequent services to 
Maidenhead. The journey time varies from 20 to 45 minutes. 
There are also frequent direct train connections to: Bourne 
End, Marlow, Burnham, Slough, Windsor, Reading, Oxford, 
Bath and Bristol. There are train connections from Heathrow 
and Gatwick Airports.

By Bus
